Written Education Plan Glossary of Terms

Written Education Plan (W.E.P.) - This refers to the enclosed page(s) which documents your child’s area(s) of gifted identification, gifted service(s) provided, and any individualized goals/needs/service(s) which have been implemented for your child.  This plan is continually updated to reflect additional area(s) of identification and/or changes in service, goals, needs, etc. W.E.P.’s are mailed to parents/guardians of all identified gifted elementary and middle school students within our district receiving service from a Gifted Specialist at least once per school year.  (The Ohio Department of Education requires that all students reported to the state as identified as gifted and served have a W.E.P.)  

Regular Classroom Acceleration – This involves the placement of an identified gifted student in a grade higher than the current grade placement for all instruction (grade-skipping).  (The state only recognizes a student as accelerated during the school year in which it initially occurs.) Grade-level accelerated students and their teachers receive ongoing support from the Gifted Intervention Specialist. Accelerative decisions for gifted students are made on an individualized basis. Consideration of an identified gifted student for accelerative options may be requested by a parent/guardian by contacting the Gifted Intervention Specialist and/or the Gifted Coordinator (Alison Ciferno – e-mail: alison.ciferno@weschools.org  , phone: (440) 283-2227).
Regular Classroom Subject Acceleration – This involves the placement of an identified gifted student in a grade higher than the current grade placement for a specific content area subject (i.e. Math, Reading, etc.)  (The state only recognizes a student as accelerated during the school year in which it initially occurs.) Subject-accelerated students and their teachers receive ongoing support from the building Gifted Specialist. Accelerative decisions for gifted students are made on an individualized basis. Consideration of an identified gifted student for accelerative options may be requested by a parent/guardian by contacting the building Gifted Intervention Specialist and/or the Gifted Coordinator (Alison Ciferno – e-mail: alison.ciferno@weschools.org  , phone: (440) 283-2227).
Honors Classes –Specific subject area classes which are differentiated from a regular (same) subject area class in terms of breadth, depth, and complexity.  These courses are supported by the building Gifted Intervention Specialist. In W-E, Honors courses are offered within each middle school and are available within each HS.  For additional information regarding eligibility for middle school Honors courses, please contact each school’s guidance department.   For questions regarding Honors coursework within each HS, please contact the Guidance Department within each school. 
Pull-Out Interdisciplinary - Elementary – This refers to the practice of taking identified gifted students out of the regular classroom with other identified gifted peers for instruction at the elementary level.  In W-E, this refers to the Zenith Pull-Out Program for identified students in grades 2-5.

Self-Contained Zenith – (1st-6th grade) – This refers to classes currently housed within Washington Elementary which pull identified gifted students for grade level, full-day, everyday interdisciplinary service.  This placement supersedes a student’s home school placement and must be approved by the parent/guardian.
